NOTICE OF RACE

1 The Organising Authority 

The Organising Authority (OA) is the Sport Nautique St Quay Portrieux, under the jurisdiction of the French Sailing Federation (F.F.Voile) and in conjunction with the EUROSAF.

2. Rules 

The event will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing RRS, and including Appendix C.

The rules for the handling of boats will apply, and will also apply to any practice sailing.

Class rules will not apply.

3 Venue 

The venue will be Saint Quay Portrieux, France. Race will be held in the bay of Saint-Brieuc.

4 Event Grading 

The event is an ISAF Grade 1 event. This grading is subject to review by the ISAF Match Race Advisory Board. The event may be re-graded when there is clear reason to do so.

The latest time for the first 'attention' signal of a flight on the last day of racing will be 18:30 hours

5.1 Mandatory attendance

Unless excused by the OA, attendance at the following is mandatory: 

(a) The initial briefing, for skippers. 

(b) The daily briefing, for skippers.

(c) The prize giving for the final skippers and crews. 

6. Skippers eligibility 

Entries will only be accepted from invited skippers. If you wish to be invited please register your request for an invitation as soon as possible with the OA by completing the attached form.

12 skippers will be invited. Only skippers invited by the OA will be eligible to enter this event.

Invitations will be sent to specific european skippers and to EUROSAF MNAs to enter their respective national team.

The best seven skippers from the ISAF Women World Match Race Ranking issued on 16th April 2008 will be allocated one entry. When one of those skippers is not able to attend, the next skippers in the ranking list will receive an invitation.

The four best MNAs from the ISAF Women World Match Race Ranking issued on 16th April 2008 not represented in the first seven places will receive an invitation. The skipper shall not be ranked worse than 100 in the Ranking List. When one of those MNAs does not designate a skipper to the event, next MNA in order will be invited.

The winner of the Spring Cup, French Women Championship, will be invited.

If less than twelve entries are received by the entry deadline, the OA reserves the right to invite one or two European Wild Cards. However, only teams from a EUROSAF MNA may be invited.

A team shall consist of at least 3 citizens of the country it represents, one of which must be the skipper.

All competitors shall meet the eligibility requirements of ISAF regulation 19.2. 

The registered skipper shall helm the yacht at all times while racing, except in an emergency.

To remain eligible a skipper shall confirm acceptance of invitation in writing, (fax or e-mail is acceptable) to be received by the date specified on the letter of invitation. 

A non-refundable entry bond of 80 Euros shall accompany the acceptance of invitation for this to be valid.

7. Entries 

The OA shall receive the entries from the skippers and MNAs by 25th of June 2008 accompanied with 80 Euros mentioned in the point “5” above.

The team shall be entered on completion of registration, crew weighing and the payment of all fees and deposits. 

7.1 Entry Fee 

A non-refundable entry fee of 300 Euros shall be paid at registration (not including the entry bond of 80 Euros).

7.2 Damage deposit 

(a) An initial damage deposit of 1000 Euros shall be paid at registration, unless extended by the OA. This deposit is the maximum payable by the skipper as a result of any one incident.

(b) Any remaining deposit after the event will be refunded as soon as possible after the conclusion of the event.

(c) In the event that a deduction from the damage deposit is decided by the OA it may require that the deposit be restored to its original amount before the skipper will be permitted to continue in the event. 

7.3 Insurance 

Each crew must hold a third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of 1.5 million Euros. The document shown shall be the original issued by the insurance company.

If the organisation doesn't agree with the insurance certificate provided, all the crew members must subscribe the French individual insurance.

8 Boats and Sails 

(a) The event will be sailed in Beneteau First Class 8 boats.

(b) 10 boats will be provided

(c) The following sails will be provided for each boat: Mainsail, Jib, and Spinnaker

(d) Boats will be allocated by a draw, either daily or for each round as decided by the Principal Race Officer.

9 Crew (including skipper) 

(a) All crews (including the skipper) shall be female.

(b) The number of crews (including the skipper) shall be 4. All registered crews shall sail all races.

(c) The maximum total crew weight, determined prior to racing shall be 272 kg., when wearing at least shorts and shirts.

(d) When a registered skipper is unable to continue in the event the International Jury or OA may authorise an original crew member to substitute.

(e) When a registered crew member is unable to continue, in the event the International Jury may authorise a substitute, a temporary substitute or other adjustment. 

10 Event Format 

The event will consist of the following stages: 

Round robin

Repechage

Quarter Finals

Semi Finals

Finals

10.2 Modification

The organising committee may vary the format, terminate or eliminate any round, when conditions do not permit the completion of the intended format.

11 Course 

(a) The course will be windward/leeward with optional offset legs in the event of cross course current, resulting in either port or starboard roundings and finishing downwind. 

(b) The intended course area will be in front of St Quay Port d’Armor 

12 Advertising 

(a) As boats and equipment will be supplied by the OA, ISAF regulation 20.3.2 applies. Each boat will be required to display advertising as supplied by the OA.

(b) Boats shall not be permitted the right to protest for infringements of any rules regarding advertising (amends RRS 60.1).

14 Media, Images and Sound 

The OA may require television personnel and equipment (or dummies) to be carried on board while racing and may require competitors to be available for interviews. The OA shall have the right to use any images and sound recorded during the event free of any charge.

15 Coach Boats 

(a) Coach boats shall conspicuously display identification of the team being coached. 

(b) The organisers will provide berths for coach boats. 

(c) Any interference by a coach boat with the racing or event organisation may result in a penalty applied at the discretion of the international jury to the appropriate skipper or team.

16 Disclaimer 

All those taking part in the event do so at their own risk. The OA, its associates and appointees accept no responsibility for any loss, damage, injury or inconvenience incurred, howsoever caused.
