ABOUT THE HARDY CUP:

The Hardy Cup 2010, hosted by the Royal Sydney Yacht Squadron, is expected to attract once
again a high caliber of competition. This prestigious event is an ISAF Grade 3 event for sailors
under the age of 25 years and is contested via a match-racing format with on water umpiring.
The Hardy Cup will be conducted on the beautiful Sydney Harbour from the 7 — 11 February
2010 in the Elliott 6 class of yachts; a 3 to 4 person keel boat with spinnaker.

The Hardy Cup 2009 attracted international entries from Finland, Japan, New Zealand, and
Australian entries from New South Wales and Western Australia.

SELECTION PROCESS:

The Hardy Cup Selection Committee’s decision will be made on the 9th November 2009 with the
selected teams being notified via E-mail by Friday, 13 November 2009 .

Selected teams will be required to return a "Confirmation of Entry Form", a helmsman portrait
(JPEG format, no less than 200KB) and make an electronic transfer of the non-refundable entry
fee no later than Friday, 27 November 2009, 1700hrs . Instructions for this electronic funds
transfer will be contained within the "Confirmation of Entry Form".

Unsuccessful teams will be notified and placed on a prioritised waiting list. These applicants may
be contacted should an invited team choose to withdraw or fail to meet the necessary
requirements.

ACCOMMODATION:

It is intended that international and interstate teams will be provided with accommodation with
host families where possible at no cost for the duration of the regatta.
